Registration will be on Monday , June 14 from 11am –1 pm.

Check out will be on Friday, June 18, at 12: noon
Check in will be in the Lakeland Center.  Please park at the Hyatt place and enter through the doors closest to the hotel.  The Lakeland Center address is:

Please note:  The camp meal plan starts with dinner.  Students may want to bring a lunch or eat   just prior to check in.  
The flow of the first day will be as follows:

Registration: 11 –1

Stage bags in holding room  (we get our rooms after the first session)

Orientation 2-2:30  / First session: 2:30 – 4 /  go to rooms 4-5 /  Dinner 5- 6 /  Evening session 6:30 – 8:30

Parents are welcome to attend orientation and any other part of the camp.  
The balance of the camp fee may be paid by personal check anytime prior to May 31.  After May 31, camp balance must be paid by cashier check, money order, or cash.  Balance may be paid at registration.  

A refundable damage/discipline deposit of $100 will be required at registration.  Please plan on making your damage/discipline deposit payable to Pride Wrestling on a separate check and it is refundable at check out.
Each student must have:

1.  Camp balance

2.  Damage deposit (this will be returned and is only held if there is gross misconduct or damage)

3.  Release (this is on the individual application to camp or with group enrolment package).

Things you will want to bring include: plenty of shorts and T-shirts for wrestling, wrestling & running shoes, swim suit, two towels, personal toiletry items.   Please do not bring anything of extreme value, as the camp cannot be responsible for lost or stolen items. Please do not bring a cooler, they will not be allowed in the rooms due to risk of water damage.
